THIRD PARTY DIRECTORS’ MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION

The Third Party Directors, by and through undersigned counsel, in support of their
Motion for Reconsideration, state as follows:

1. By Order dated March 15, 2012, the Third Party Directors Messrs. Evans, Ketter,
Tinsley, Ventris, Wills and Mills were ordered to submit to depositions within forty-five (45)
days pursuant to particular protections provided in the Order.

2. The Geary Respondents’ central reason for seeking the Third Party Directors’
depositions was the fact that all six Third Party Directors appeared on the Department’s
Amended Final List of Witnesses.

3. In denying the Third Party Directors’ Motion to Quash, the Hearing Officer was
persuaded that because the directors appeared on the Department’s Amended Final List of
Witnesses, that they were subject to deposition, albeit under a Protective Order. “The Third
Party Directors have been identified by the Department of Securities on its Final and Amended
Lists of Witnesses as potential witnesses for the Department in this Administrative Proceeding.”
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4, However, on March 30, 2012, the Department filed its Second Amended Final
List of Witnesses wherein the Department removed the Third Party Directors from its witness
list.

5. Despite the fact that the Third Party Directors are no longer on the Department’s
witness list, the Geary Respondents refuse to drop their request to depose them. Unfortunately,
this is not surprising given the Geary Respondents’ strategy throughout this matter which has
been to delay these proceedings and harass third parties.'

6. In light of the fact that the Department has removed the Third Party Directors
from its witness list, the Hearing Officer should reconsider its Order of March 15, 2012, and
issue an Order granting the Third Party Directors’ Motion to Quash.

WHEREFORE, in light of the above, the Third Party Directors respectfully request that
the Hearing Officer reconsider his March 15, 2012 Order, and issue an Order granting the Third
Party Directors’ Motion to Quash, and thereby prevent the Third Party Directors from being
subject to deposition in this proceeding.
